Do the protagonists adhere to the characteristics of the ‘unruly woman’ and the ‘inetto’ described by Reich (reading paired with this viewing guide- “The Inetto Versus the Unruly Woman”)? Provide specific examples. How is masculinity, in particular, represented? Write at least 5 sentences for each episode.
